On motion of Councilman Daniel, seconded by Councilman Atkinson the Resolution on Three 

Rivers Solid Waste Authority Board of Directors Appointment and accepted staff’s 

recommendation to appoint Jacob Schumpert. Voting for (Anderson, Daniel and Atkinson) and 

voting against (Bedenbaugh). Councilman Bedenbaugh made a motion to table the above motion 

and it failed for lack of a second. 

 

On motion of Councilman Bedenbaugh, seconded by Councilman Atkinson it was unanimously 

approved to appoint Councilman Frank Daniel to the Upper Savannah Council of Government 

Board.

On motion of Councilman Bedenbaugh, seconded by Councilman Atkinson it was unanimously
