3. On motion of Councilman Anderson, seconded by Councilman Daniel it was unanimously 

approved to increase the Appraiser IV position to grade 16 according to the Condrey study. 

4. On motion of Councilman Bedenbaugh, seconded by Councilman Anderson it was 

unanimously approved to accept the job description of Covid Enforcement officer at the 

Courthouse as presented by the Sheriff’s Department. 

5. On motion of Councilman Anderson, seconded by Councilman Bedenbaugh it was 

unanimously approved to place the order for the four Sheriff’s vehicles included in the 

Enterprise Program. Hardee Horne, Fleet Manager and Sheriff Price were recognized to 

speak on the order process and the details of the vehicles to be ordered.
