F. PUBLIC HEARING

AND SCHOOL PURPOSES IN SCHOOL DISTRICT ONE OF SALUDA COUNTY, SOUTH
CAROLINA: TO PROVIDE FOR LEVY OF TAXES AND THE TAXABLE PROPERTY IN SCHOOL
DISTRICT ONE: TO PROVIDE FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF SAID TAXES AND OTHER
REVENUES COMING INTO THE SCHOOL DISTRICT DURING THE FISCAL YEAR.

FISCAL YEAR COMMENCING JULY 1, 2023: AND TO PROVIDE FOR CERTAIN FISCAL AND

. NEW BUSINESS

On motion of Councilman Daniel, seconded by Vice-Chairman Atkinson it was unanimously approved to
transfer year-end roll funds to Capital Project Reserve funds as recommended. Chairman Moore read the
following recommendation:
We estimate that we will have a balance of around $575,000 to roll.
e $30,000 to Vehicle Reserve to cover the grant match for the Emergency Training
Trailer that was applied for in May.
e $250,000 in the Heavy Equipment Reserve to cover lease payments on motor graders,
tractors and backhoe loaders
e $75,000 to Ambulance Reserve for future replacement
e Balance to County Building Reserve for the Coroner Building

On motion of Councilman Bedenbaugh, seconded by Councilman Daniel it was unanimously approved to
appoint Amelia M. Herlong to the Planning Commission to fill the unexpired term of William E. Spearman,
I11 with her term expiring August 8, 2026.

On motion of Councilman Daniel, seconded by Vice-Chairman Atkinson it was unanimously approved to
appoint Steve A. Mills to the Planning Commission with his term expiring June 19, 2026.

H. EXECUTIVE SESSION

On motion of Councilman Bedenbaugh, seconded by Councilman Daniel it was unanimously approved to
go into Executive Session pursuant to Section 30-4-70(a) (1) of the South Carolina Code of Laws 1976, as
amended to discuss a personnel matter to return at the call of the chair.
