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E. EXECUTIVE SESSION

On motion of Councilman Anderson, it was unanimously approved for Council to go into
Executive Session pursuant to Section 30-4-70(a) (2) of the South Carolina Code of Laws 1976,
as amended to discuss contracts and receive legal advice.

On motion of Councilman Anderson, it was unanimously approved to come out of Executive
Session.

Chairman Strawbridge stated that there were three items to come out of executive session and the
first is regarding the Library Building.

On motion of Councilman Bedenbaugh, seconded by Councilman Anderson it was unanimously
agreed to allow the County Director to sign the contract for the purchase of the building which
includes the changes recommended by the County Attorney.

On motion of Councilman Bedenbaugh, seconded by Councilman Daniel it was unanimously
approved for the Chairman to sign the contract for the loan of the boat from Lexington County
Sheriff’s Department to the Saluda County Sheriff’s Department.

On motion of Councilman Atkinson, seconded by Councilman Anderson it was unanimously

agreed to submit a letter to USDA stating that we would not be able to continue with the lease after
this years’ lease is up and that Saluda County can not meet the requirements of USDA’s request.
